This move was so suecess-
ful that it proved tobe the founda-
tion of the Lawence City Library.

For two years he was publisher
of the Kaw Valley Courier a week-
Iy Republican paper which he sold
to John Speer, the editor of the
Tribune.  Mr. Boughton then
traveled for the Tribune as eireula-
tor and correspondent. In 1878 he
began the printing of blanks and le-
gal papers for banks, attorneys ete.
